	Purpose
	The purpose of this activity is to familiarize the trainee with the resources available in the community to support the families we serve.  The trainee should become familiar with the local protocol for the assessment of sexual abuse allegations.  The trainee should become familiar with the local Child Advocacy Center in the community.  If a CAC in not available, the trainee should discuss the process by which sexual abuse allegations are assessed in that community.
At the completion of this stage, the trainee should have the basis for his/her Community Resource Guide.

	Arrange for the trainee to visit the community Child Advocacy Center.  If possible, the trainee should observe a sexual abuse assessment from the “viewing point”.  It is not the intention of this activity for a trainee to be present in the room while a child is being interviewed.
