Veteran Online Training
OFI Supervisors and veteran Case Managers are encouraged to utilize the online training modules for their ongoing professional development. In addition to the new worker sequences that can be taken module by module as needed, there are stand alone modules available for refresher training or to learn new policy. No registration is required for these courses.

Food Stamp
· Food Stamp for ABD Workers - 15 comprehensive training modules for ABD Medicaid eligibility case workers including mid-point and final assessments. This course includes interactive exercises with a live instructor and may be used to meet the policy training requirement for an ABD Medicaid certificate.
· Food Stamp Shelter Policy – A specialized six module course covering Food Stamp Shelter Policy which is a pre-requisite to Phase III training.
· Food Stamp Student Policy – A specialized three module course covering Food Stamp Student Policy.
· Electronic Benefits Transfer (EBT) – An instructional module covering the process by which Food Stamp and Cash Assistance benefits are set up and accessed through Electronic Benefits Transfer.
· Food Stamp Child Support Budgeting – An instructional module covering how to budget child support income in the Food Stamp program.
· Food Stamp Citizenship/Alien Policy – An instructional module covering the policies and procedures for citizens/alien status requirements an individual must meet in order to be potentially eligible to receive FS.
· Americans with Disabilities Act – An instructional module covering how to comply with the Americans Disabilities Act.
· Food Stamp and TANF Benefit Recovery – A six module course on benefit recovery in TANF and FS.
· Clearinghouse – An instructional module covering the details of Clearinghouse policy and how to recognize the information contained in the various files that are available online.

Medicaid
· Right From the Start – A specialized eight module course covering Right From the Start Medicaid policy including two assessments.
· IV-E Policy – Specialized 18 module training covering types of Medicaid coverage available to children in Foster Care. Includes three self-assessments.
· Americans with Disabilities Act – An instructional module covering how to comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act.
· Clearinghouse - An instructional module covering the details of Clearinghouse policy and how to recognize the information contained in the various files that are available online.
· Medicaid Citizenship/Alien Policy - An instructional module covering the policies and procedures for citizens/alien status requirements an individual must meet in order to be potentially eligible for Medicaid.
· FBR Review—An instructional module covering the four common FBR types (Pickle, DAC, and the two Widow COA), including how to establish eligibility and coding of the PLAW screen
TANF

· TANF Child Support Budgeting – An instructional module covering the procedures for budgeting child support income in the TANF program.
· TANF and ADA – An instructional module covering how to comply with the Americans with Disabilities Act in the TANF Program.
· TANF Employment Services – Comprehensive training on the TANF Employment Services policy. This course consists of 10 instructional modules and one self-assessment and includes interactive exercises with a live instructor.
· TANF Grandparents raising Grandchildren – An instructional module covering the program developed to assist grandparents who have assumed the responsibility of raising their own grandchildren.
· Electronic Benefits Transfer (EBT) – An instructional module covering the process by which Food Stamp and Cash Assistance benefits are set up and accessed through Electronic Benefits Transfer.
· TANF Responsibility Budgeting – An instructional module covering the procedures for completing a responsibility budget in the TANF program.
